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"County Camp, ‘58"




Q: When is Get in…?

A: 20th to 22nd May 2011.

Q: Where is Get in…?

A: Stoneleigh Park near Kenilworth. The site where the Royal Show was held.

Q: £25.00 is not a lot for a weekend camp is that right?
A: No. £25.00 is only  the camp & activity fee. You need to add travel and food costs to this before you tell your section how much you are charging.

Q: What time are Beavers allowed on site?

A: from 10am on Saturday until 9.00am on Sunday.

Q: Once the parents of Beavers pick them up can they escort them around the site?

A: No the Beavers need picking up by 9.00am and should leave the site.

Q: Are leaders kids allowed to stay all weekend?

A: Yes, that’s fine, leaders kids still need to be hosted by a Group or District and are the responsibility of the leaders?

Q: Are Beavers sleeping on concrete and is it safe to sleep on?

A: Yes and Yes. But they can be bedded down in pop up tens or mess tents or similar within the sheds but you can’t use tent pegs. Roll mats and a sleeping bag should be ok for them.

Q: Can Beavers take part in all Activities?

A: No, there will be some activities that are more appropriate to the older sections. Don’t worry there will be masses of activities for everyone to take part in.

Q: Where can I find all the forms?
A: They are available on the County Website, in fact all documents relating to Get in... will be available on the site under the Activities heading: www.warwickshirescouts.org.uk
Q: I want to book my section onto the Camp, How do I do it?
A: The booking form is available on the County website to download. Only one from per Group will be accepted. So you need to speak with the leaders of your group and decide who is going to be the main contact for booking information for your group. This person will receive all the documentation required by the booking team via email.

Q: We want to set up our tents on Thursday is this possible?
A: Yes. You can have access to the site from the afternoon of Thursday 19th. Time to be confirmed. Security will be on site via the main gate.  

Q: Rubbish: are we recycling our rubbish? 

A: We have been advised that the site does not separate its rubbish. Everything will go into large bins that then be removed by skips. If you wish to recycle you will need to make arrangements to remove it from site yourself.

Q: Explorers. Are all the County Explorers camping together? 

A: No. Explorers will be camping in their District. We may provide a gathering area / chill out zone for Explorers and Network.

Q: Will we be cooking on gas or wood?

A: Gas.

Q: Can we have open fires?

A: No, but each District may have one “alter fire” type Camp fire in the centre of their site. The ground / grass under the fire must be protected from heat and falling embers. We have suggested each alter fire has some boarding under it to prevent damage to the grass. The Camp organizers have the right to remove this permission if they feel the fire is going to damage the ground or cause a fire hazard.
Q: Is there any electric available?
A: Yes, however each group will have to request this separately. It is booked via a subcontractor for the site and payable to them.

Q: Can we use generators?

A: No, however we are still awaiting final confirmation on this. There may be a possibility of using them. Watch this space for further updates.
